(a) certify that the works were constructed in accordance with the conditions of
the Works Approval; and

(b) be signed by a person authorised to represent the Works Approval Holder
and contain the printed name and position of that person within the
company.

Environmental commissioning phase

4, The Works Approval Holder shall commission the works for a period not
exceeding three months.
