Interpretation 
In this licence:

(b) where any word or phrase is given a defined meaning, any other part of speech or 
other grammatical form of that word or phrase has a corresponding meaning;  

(c) where tables are used in a condition, each row in a table constitutes a separate 
condition;  

(d) any reference to an Australian or other standard, guideline, or code of practice in 
this licence: 

(i) if dated, refers to that particular version; and 

(ii) if not dated, refers to the latest version and therefore may be subject to 
change over time; 

(e) unless specified otherwise, any reference to a section of an Act refers to that 
section of the EP Act; and 

(f) unless specified otherwise, all definitions are in accordance with the EP Act. 

 

NOTE: This licence requires specific conditions to be met but does not provide any 
implied authorisation for other emissions, discharges, or activities not specified in this 
licence. 
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Licence conditions 

The licence holder must ensure that the following conditions are complied with: 

Infrastructure and equipment 

1. The licence holder must operate and maintain all pollution control and monitoring 
equipment to the manufacturer’s specification or any relevant and effective internal 
management system.  

2. The licence holder must undertake all abrasive blasting and metal coating of 
structures treated with Tributyltin on a sealed surface. 

3. The licence holder must store all environmentally hazardous materials within 
secondary containment which: 

(a) has capacity to contain not less than 110% of the volume of the largest 
storage vessel or 25% of the total storage volume if multiple storage vessels 
are stored; and 

(b) is impervious to retain and enable recovery of any spillage. 

4. The licence holder must immediately recover or remove and dispose of spills of 
environmentally hazardous materials outside an engineered containment system. 

5. The licence holder must take all reasonable and practical measures to prevent 
stormwater run-off becoming contaminated by the activities and operations 
undertaken at the premises. 

Emissions and discharges 

6. The licence holder must ensure that no waste containing Tributyltin or potentially 
containing Tributyltin is discharged to the environment. 

7. The licence holder shall use all reasonable and practical measures to prevent and 
where that is not practicable to minimise dust emissions from the premises. 

8. The licence holder shall ensure that no visible dust generated by the activities on 
the premises crosses the boundary of the premises. 

Monitoring 

9. The licence holder shall ensure that: 

(a) all water samples are collected and preserved in accordance with AS/NZS 
5667.1; 

(b) all groundwater sampling is conducted in accordance with AS/NZS 5667.11; 
and 

(c) all laboratory samples are submitted to and tested by a laboratory with current 
NATA accreditation for the parameters being measured. 

10. The licence holder shall ensure that quarterly monitoring is undertaken at least 45 
days apart. 

Process monitoring 

11. The licence holder shall record the vessels greater than 25 metres in length, which 
were maintained at the premises. These records shall contain data collected from 
the annual period each year and should include but not be limited to the following 
information: 
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(a) the name of the vessel; 

(b) the dates the vessel was undergoing maintenance work; and 

(c) a brief description of the work that was conducted on the vessel. 

12. The licence holder shall record any vessels where organotin antifouling paint was 
used or removed. 

Ambient monitoring 

13. The licence holder shall undertake the monitoring in Table 1 according to the 
specifications in that table and record results.

Records 

14. The licence holder must record the following information in relation to complaints 
received by the licence holder (whether received directly from a complainant or 
forwarded to them by the Department or another party) about any alleged emissions 
from the premises: 

(a) the name and contact details of the complainant, (if provided); 

(b) the time and date of the complaint;  

(c) the complete details of the complaint and any other concerns or other issues 
raised; and 

(d) the complete details and dates of any action taken by the licence holder to 
investigate or respond to any complaint. 

15. The licence holder must maintain accurate and auditable books including the 
following records, information, reports, and data required by this licence:  

(a) the calculation of fees payable in respect of this licence;  

(b) monitoring programmes undertaken in accordance with condition 12 of this 
licence; and 

(c) complaints received under condition 14 of this licence. 

16. The books specified under condition 15 must: 

(a) be legible; 
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(b) if amended, be amended in such a way that the original version(s) and any 
subsequent amendments remain legible and are capable of retrieval; 

(c) be retained by the licence holder for the duration of the licence; and 

(d) be available to be produced to an inspector or the CEO as required. 

Reporting 

17. The licence holder must:  

(a) undertake an audit of their compliance with the conditions of this licence 
during the preceding annual period, and 

(b) prepare and submit to the CEO an Annual Audit Compliance Report in the 
approved form by 1 March each year. 

18. The licence holder must: 

(a) prepare an Environmental Report that provides information in accordance with 
Table 2 for the preceding two annual periods, and  

(b) submit that Environmental Report to the CEO by 1/3/2024 and biennially 
thereafter.
