5. The licence holder must immediately notify the CEO of:
(a) any fire on the premises; and/or
(b) any accident, malfunction, or emergency which results or could result in the
discharge of fire-fighting washwater or other wastes from the premises.

6. The licence holder must ensure that no visible dust generated from the primary
activities crosses the boundary of the premises.

7. The licence holder must ensure that:

(@) allreasonable and practicable measures are taken to ensure that no windblown
waste escapes from the premises; and

(b) any windblown waste is collected on at least a weekly basis and returned to
tipping face or otherwise appropriately contained.

The licence holder must direct stormwater away from the tipping area.
