(d) list of materials accepted for recycling and the location of where they can be
deposited on the premises; and

(e) list of materials not accepted.

10. The licence holder must operate and maintain all pollution control and monitoring
equipment to the manufacturer’s specification or any relevant and effective internal
management system.

11. The licence holder must;

(@) immediately recover or remove and dispose of spills of environmentally
hazardous materials including fuel, oil, or other
hydrocarbons, whether inside or outside an engineered containment system;
and

(b) ensure that all material used for the recovery, removal, and/or disposal of
environmentally hazardous materials is stored in an impermeable container
prior to disposal at an appropriately authorised facility.

12. The licence holder must take all reasonable and practicable measures to prevent
stormwater run-off becoming contaminated by the activities and operations
undertaken at the premises.

13. The licence holder must implement control measures to prevent infestations of pests,
flies and vermin at the premises.
